Sitting in exams of classes you have not signed up to is not possible. However, you have every right to choose a subject taught in Greece in a different semester than its corresponding in your university. No compulsory propaedeutic classes exist for Erasmus students and attendance is only compulsory for laboratory classes. That is if two classes overlap you only have a problem if both are laboratory practicals. Theoretical lectures are (in their large majority) not compulsory.
